1 9 53 The October 30, 1953 issue

of the Buzzer, “All about bulbs”, marveled at
how far Thomas Alva Edison’s invention had
come over three-quarters of a century.

“The grand-daddy of ‘em all had a life
of only a few hours and never moved out
of Edison’s laboratory. Yet his descendants
are measured in the hundreds of millions and in astonishing variety. You can
buy bulbs the size of a grain of wheat, and also jumbos rated at 10,000 watts
(Hospitals and Hollywood are the chief customers here).

The Canadian Federal Government had planned to ban the incandescent
bulb at the end of 2012 due to its inefficiency and contribution to greenhouse
gases. The Natural Resources department has proposed pushing the deadline to
2014 in order to consider various concerns associated with compact florescent

lamps.

OnTrack

Since spring 2011, TransLink has invested

in the SkyTrain system as part of our

commitment to providing efficient, reliable

and safe rapid transit service and to ensure

that the SkyTrain continues to operate in

a state of good repair for years to come.

The upgrades will continue in 2012 and

include a number of construction projects and system
enhancements including the installation of faregates.
While much of the work is completed at night to
minimize disruptions, there are occasional impacts during
regular transit hours. See how these upgrade projects
might affect your commute at translink.ca/OnTrack.

Faregates and
Compass card

The designing, construction and operation the Compass
card/faregate system is a $171-million project that

includes funding support from the provincial and federal
governments—$40 and $30 million respectively. It will create
a more efficient and secure system, including a one-card
solution to travel throughout Metro Vancouver using the
Compass card (named via public contest in early 2011).

Construction to prepare the stations for faregate and card

reader installations at all 49 SkyTrain stations plus the two

SeaBus terminals started in 2011 and will continue in 2012.

This year will see the installation of the first faregates on
the system in the spring/summer and initial
system testing late in the year. Preparation
for faregates is currently being completed
at several stations on the Expo and Canada
Lines. Faregates will be operational system
wide in 2013.

Among its benefits, the Compass card and faregate project
will provide TransLink planners with more comprehensive
data about where and when customers travel, which will
allow us to better plan the services we provide across the
system.

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Public art on the
Canada Line

Since 2009, the focus of InTransit BC's (ITBC) Public Art
Program has been to enhance ridership experience by
providing emerging artists with an opportunity to display
their work in highly visible locations along the Canada Line
route within Vancouver. ITBC has developed partnerships
with several art programs (including Emily Carr, UBC,
and Langara College) and chooses work to install from
submissions through these programs.

Established local, national and international artists are also
featured from time to time. ITBC works in partnership with
the City of Vancouver Public Art program, the Vancouver
Sculpture Biennale and Contemporary Art Gallery in this
regard.

All art installations are temporary (usually a minimum of
6 months). The program budget comes from a percentage
of revenue derived from retail activities within the
Canada Line. This budget covers some production costs,
installation, removal and insurance (if required).

“Thauberger’'s Ecce Homo is a dramatic photomural
inspired by classical painting, most specifically, the 1793
painting Death of Marat by Jacque-Louis David, and also
by the locally based forensic drama Da Vinci's Inquest
and the association with local politics through its source
in the life of former Vancouver Chief Coroner and Mayor
(now Senator) Larry Campbell. The image conflates these
two sources in an exquisitely produced larger-than-life
dramatic image. The David painting featured the death
of a writer deeply involved in the politics of the French
revolution. This association between art and politics, real
life and representation, is at the heart of the work.
