Since its first revenue service trip on June 17, 1977, SeaBus
has provided safe, reliable service for over 60 million
passengers travelling between Vancouver and North Vancou-
ver: an annual average of over 3.6 million.

Since day one, SeaBus has been popular with all kinds of
passengers.
