BC Electric interurban for a 1.5 km trip betwean False 
Creek's Leg-in-Boot Station (2 blocks west of Cambie. at 
Moberiy Street) and Granville island Station (entrance to 
Granville Island. beneath the bridge). M c e  is being 
provided Saturdays. Sundays and hobdays (Labour Day) 
until at least the end of September. 
The fnterurban leaves Leg-in-Boot station every 30 minutes 
from 1240 to 440 pm and Oranvllle Jsland station eve3 30 
minutea from 1:OO to 500 pm. 
Round-trip fares (stopovers permitted) are $2 for adults. $1 
for children (5-13) and seniors (6%).

About Car 1307: Interurban car 1207 was built in 1906 at 
BC E l e c ' s  own car shops, and ran for more than half a 
century between downtown Vancouver and Steveston on t h e  
Arbutus line. It was retired after the lart day of interurban 
service on February 28, 1958. Luckily it avoided the 
scrapyard and was recently restored to its origma~ 
splendour by BC Il;mslt.
