SkyTrain track maintenance

SkyTrain service to and from Surrey will be affected by
maintenance work near Scott Road Station, all day and
evening on two consecutive Sundays, June 28 and July 5.

If other
passengers board after you, please move down the bus as
far as possible so that they too can stand behind the red
line.
