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Bus service changes
on September 2

September transit service changes will start Labour Day, Monday,
September 2 with holiday schedule, and on Tuesday, September 3, the
new weekday schedule will be in place. This includes a major expansion in
the South of Fraser, seasonal service adjustments for the school year, and
some service reductions to improve efficiency.

Four times a year (April, June, September and December), we
perform a round of service changes to better match rider demand and
ensure efficient use of our fleet. All the changes below take effect
Monday, September 2, 2013 unless noted otherwise. Some changes are
SEASONAL, PERMANENT or noted otherwise.

Note: This list is accurate as of our publication date.

5 Downtown/Robson SEASONAL
All scheduled service will return to its regular routing with the re-opening
of 800 Block Robson.

10 Granville/Downtown PERMANENT
Larger articulated buses will be introduced to help increase capacity, with
minor frequency reductions during all time periods.

20 Victoria PERMANENT
Every second trip during weekdays will now terminate at Victoria and
54th Avenue instead of travelling to the terminus stop at Harrison Loop.

96 Guildford/Newton Exchange (B-Line) PERMANENT

A limited-stop B-Line service will be introduced along King George
Boulevard and 104 Avenue, linking Guildford and Newton Exchange via
Surrey Central. Service will operate seven days a week from 5 am to 1 am,
with service every 7-8 minutes between 7 am and 11 pm.

101 Lougheed Station/22nd Street Station PERMANENT

To maintain coverage along this corridor, service will be rerouted to
operate along 6th Avenue instead of 8th Avenue. This change is associated
with the reroute of 154 (now 128) and underwent public consultation as
part of the 2013 Service Optimization program.

150 White Pine Beach/Coquitlam Station SEASONAL
Service will be discontinued until June 2014.

154 (now 128) Braid Station/22nd Street Station PERMANENT

Service will be renumbered as 128, and rerouted to operate along 8th
Avenue. This change is associated with the reroute of 101 and underwent
public consultation as part of the 2013 Service Optimization program.

159 Port Coquitlam Station/Braid Station PERMANENT

Instead of operating along Lougheed Highway, this service will be rerouted
to serve the western portion of the discontinued the 177, along United
Boulevard. This service change concept underwent public consultation in
Fall 2012.

177 Coquitlam Station/Ice Planet/Braid Station PERMANENT

Based on low ridership, particularly after the Riverview Hospital closure,
the 177 will be discontinued. The 159 and 169 will be rerouted to maintain
service on portions of the discontinued 177. This service change concept
underwent public consultation in Fall 2012.

314 Scott Road Station/Surrey Central PERMANENT
Selected trips to Scott Road station will be terminated as the route is
duplicated by 640. Trips will now end at Scott Road and 96th Avenue.

332 Guildford/Surrey Central Station PERMANENT
This service will be renumbered to 335 Guildford/Surrey Central station.

335 Surrey Central Station/Fleetwood (now Newton Exchange) PERMANENT
This service will be rerouted at 84th Avenue to extend service to Newton
Exchange via 152nd Street and 72nd Avenue.

620 Tsawwassen Ferry/Bridgeport Station SEASONAL
Additional summer seasonal service will be discontinued after Labour Day

C1 Kootenay Loop/Hastings at Gilmore PERMANENT

C2 Capitol Hill/Hastings at Gilmore PERMANENT

All off peak service (outside of rush-hours) will be reduced to hourly
frequency. This service change concept underwent public consultation in
Fall 2012.

C26 Buntzen Lake Special/Coquitlam Station Special SEASONAL
Service will be discontinued until June 2014.

C36 Port Coquitlam Station/Port Coquitlam South PERMANENT
Service in the AM peak will be increased to every 10 minutes to better
match observed demand and reduce overcrowding and pass-ups.

C98 Kingswood/22nd Street Station PERMANENT
Service will be rerouted to improve service coverage in the Queensborough
Landing and Hamilton areas and enable connections between 410 and C98.

C99 Port Royal/Hamilton PERMANENT
Service will be discontinued due to extremely low ridership. Customers in
this area will continue to be served by routes 410, 104 and a rerouted C98.

N24 Lynn Valley/Downtown PERMANENT
Service will be rerouted at 29th Street and extended to Lynn Valley Town
Centre to provide service to more customers on the North Shore.

SeaBus SEASONAL
Sunday/holidays: Service returns to every 30 minutes during middays

Granville Street summer weekend detours conclude SEASONAL
